The course is geared toward understanding the theatrical experience as a fun and useful 
game for developing your own creativity and expressiveness as well as increasing your artistic 
experience in relation to a group. 
The course will help to develop the exchange of physical energy and creativity among the stu-
dents in the group. Theatre as an intellectual exercise and as a strongly emotional experience 
will be explored in this course: 

Theatre Play : we will be using instrument training exercises to develop students’ own expres-
sive body capabilities and voice 

The Mask: between art and magic 

Techniques of narration to make up and tell a story 

The improvisational theatre 
Analysis and study of the scenes of theatrical texts of great authors linked to the tradition of the 
Commedia Dell’Arte: Moliere, Shakespeare, Goldoni, Beckett and others .

Installation of action scenes and perfomance at the end of course.

There is also a possibility of combining the Renaissance and Baroque Dance course as well 
as adding additional hours to the course.

Roberto Andrioli: actor, director, play-writer, trainer and set designer. Graduate in 1996 at the 
Drama Academy of Piccolo Teatro in Milan directed by Giorgio Strehler, Master in Theatrical 
Pedagogy at the Brescia University in 1997, Internship at La Mama Experimental Theatre Club 
in New York in 1998.
